Through this test, the child's behavior, characteristics and abilities are evaluated
and compared with what has been approved by the World Health Organization
regarding the rate of development for each age group.
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Following are some of the aspects that are measured using this test:
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Nonverbal communication
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The level and consistency of the intellectual response
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A self-test that measures symptoms of depression, and each group of
questions is concerned with one of the symptoms of depression.

Pessimism about the future

Dissatisfaction and hesitation when making decisions
Self-harm, disappointment, and distress

Self-blame and low self-esteem

Feeling tired and exhausted

Loss of appetite and weight loss
